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These two maps and the
“Neighborhood key” table show the
general boundaries of sub-markets and
neighborhoods we use for our reports.

Due to the level of sales volume, we
combine King-South and King-
Southeast into one sub-market,
“South King” and we combine King-
Central and King-North into
“Seattle.”
